Our priority is to keep everyone safe and healthy! 
All parents are invited to participate in the Orientation & Meet ‘n’ Greet on Friday, August 9th at 9:00 a.m. inside the Multipurpose room (MPR). The Meet ‘n’ Greet will take place inside the parent center, room 2, following the Orientation meeting. Refreshments will be served.
